		Often we hear people say phrases like, “Not enough time in the day. I’m out of time. I’m pressed for time.” Based upon these statements, it would appear that we are running out of time! It appears that we are in fact borrowing time only to incur a time-debt and end up with even less time! R. Alec Mackenzie, in his book entitled, The Time Trap, says, “Most of us sense something else about time; it is a resource, moreover, it is a unique resource. It cannot be accumulated like money or stockpiled like raw materials. We are forced to spend it, whether we choose to or not, at a fixed rate of 60 seconds each minute. It cannot be turned on and off like a machine or replaced like a man. It is irretrievable.”
	

	
		Now, we must admit with all of the inequities in life, there is one thing that we all have in common, and that is, we all are given the same amount of time each day. God gives each of us twenty-four hours a day. What we do with our time, however, determines not only how productive we are, but how we fulfill the destiny and purpose for which we were made. Remember prayer is a dialogue and not a monologue. Wait for the Lord to talk back to you. Chronicle what you hear the Lord saying to you.

	PASSAGE: Luke 16:1-8

	

	
	Luke 16:8 ESV

“The master commended the dishonest manager for his shrewdness. For the sons of this world are more shrewd in dealing with their own generation than the sons of light.”

	

	
	Have you ever felt stuck? Or felt unsure of how to get out of a hard spot? In this passage, the Bible shows us a dishonest manager who used his God-given intelligence to think his way out of a difficult situation. This man had just lost his job, was exposed for fraud, and was facing a bleak future. So what did he do? First, he reasoned that he needed to find friends to help him out after it all came crashing down. Then, he quickly reduced the bills of his master’s debtors, buying their favor. Even his master applauded his shrewdness.  
	

	
	Jesus says, “For the sons of this world are more shrewd in dealing with their own generation than the sons of light.” Now, Jesus does not promote his dishonesty but uses this parable to call believers to strategically manage their lives through intelligent faith.
	

	
	Now, you may have faith. You may trust in prayer. But the Lord also wants you to trust your thinking. Contrary to popular opinion, “Faith thinks!” Faith doesn’t just “wait”; faith doesn’t just “anticipate”; faith doesn’t just “expect.” Faith thinks! It isn’t enough to wake up each day and say, “Lord lead me,” without any strategic thinking about where God might lead. Let me ask you, where is your shrewdness, your prudence, and wisdom in expanding the Kingdom of God on earth? Intelligent faith leans on intentional thought, bringing trust and wisdom together.  
	

	
	Here’s my question to you. What is it that you have been praying about and still waiting on for an answer? What if I told you that no answer is coming outside of your thinking? That on this occasion no miracle is coming: no rescue and no divine results. Someone may be praying “Lord get me out of debt!” but you really want God to just send you money. But God says, “No!” He says there is an answer, but you’re going to have to think your way out of how you can stop paying those high-interest credit card payments. In order to reach your goals, you need to make up your mind that you can’t eat everything, wear everything, drive everything, and enjoy everything right now! Instead, devise a strategy to use what God has blessed you with today in order to make a difference in your life tomorrow. Intelligent faith requires the courage to manage your life.
	

	
	Some of us don’t need more prayer; we need better management. God has answered the prayer, but we are not working the plan. You can maximize your God-given opportunities by matching them with intellect and prudence. God may be opening a door for you, but you are going to have to think your way through turning the key.

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	Simple Faith Is All It Takes	
	

	
	PASSAGE: John 4:46-54

	

	
	John 4:48 NLT

	“Jesus asked, ‘Will you never believe in Me unless you see miraculous signs and wonders?’”

	

	
	Have you ever asked God for a sign? For some proof of His promise? When you feel so uncertain that you long for a signal, some substantiation, that His Word will come through? Sometimes in these situations, God deliberately leaves us hanging on hope. Sometimes his whisper is simply, “Believe.”
	

	
	Surely that’s how the government official felt, in this passage. No doubt, he had heard about Jesus turning water into wine in the same town. So he walked a full day’s journey to beg for a miracle of his own. His son’s health was steadily declining, and he was close to death. He asked Jesus to come back to Capernaum to heal his son. But Jesus looked at the crowd and saw limited faith – a faith that wouldn’t believe that He was the Messiah unless they saw a miracle with their own eyes. Jesus responded, “You people won’t believe in me unless you see miraculous signs and wonders.” Again, the man pleaded for Jesus to come. So Jesus put his faith to the test saying, “I won’t come to your home. I won’t lay my hands on him. There won’t be any bells or whistles, or any horns blowing. But if you go home with simple faith, your boy will live.” The man had to make a decision. He had to make the difficult choice between insisting on evidence or walking all the way home exercising faith with no proof! Jesus required simple faith. 
	

	
	This text holds a very valuable lesson for us. When the official returned home in faith, his boy was healed. He didn’t get what he was after, but he got what he needed. He learned to stand on the Word of God alone. He didn’t need Jesus to go home with him because His presence was in the promise! He didn’t need to insist on evidence because Jesus’ power was in the very words He had spoken. When God speaks, it is enough! When God speaks, our miracle has already taken place! We just need simple faith. 
	

	
	God will be so much more to you when you walk towards your destination, even with no road map, clinging only to what He has told you. He will become your sufficiency. But He won’t always speak bold words. Sometimes it will just be simple words like: “It’s going to be alright.” Simple words like: “My grace is sufficient.” Simple words like: “Ask and you shall receive.” God is calling you to simple faith. Simple faith can bring big blessings! Simple faith can deliver big healings! Simple faith can open big doors! Jesus says simple faith is all it takes.

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	How Humility Heals
	

	
	PASSAGE: 2 Kings 5:1-14

	

	
	2 Kings 5:11-12 NLT

	“But Naaman became angry and stalked away. ‘I thought he would certainly come out to meet me!’ he said. ‘I expected him to wave his hand over the leprosy and call on the name of the Lord his God and heal me! Aren’t the rivers of Damascus, the Abana and the Pharpar, better than any of the rivers in Israel? Why shouldn’t I wash in them and be healed?’ So Naaman turned and went away in a rage.”

	

	
	Have you ever felt you deserved more honor than you were given? Maybe because of your age, experience, performance, or reputation you felt worthy of greater acknowledgment. That’s how Naaman felt when he showed up at Elisha’s house, and Elisha wouldn’t even come out to meet him!
	


	
	Who was Naaman? A commander of the Syrian army. A great and mighty man of valor. The Bible tells us he was honored for great victories. And then at the end of verse one, it adds: “But he was a leper.” Notice the conjunction in that sentence. “… BUT he was a leper.” It’s worth noting, that despite all of our acclaim and reputation, we still battle our own weaknesses. Perfection is not experienced on this side of Heaven. Regardless of how great the church is, every church has a “BUT.” Even the great heroes and heroines of the faith had “BUTS”: Noah preached 120 years “BUT” he got drunk! Abraham was a man of great faith “BUT” he exploited his own wife to save his own skin! Moses was a great liberator “BUT” he killed a man and needed anger management classes! If we all did a reality check, every last one of us has a “BUT” in our lives.  

	

	
	Naaman the leper set off in full pomp and privilege to seek healing from the prophet Elisha. He had a letter from the King to command healing. He had money to buy healing. He had an entourage to impress all that he was worthy of healing. But when he got to Israel, Elisha simply sent a servant to him: “Go baptize in the Jordan River seven times, and you will be completely cured of your disease.” Naaman couldn’t swallow the dishonor. He left in a rage saying, “He had the nerve to send his servant instead of coming himself! Doesn’t he know who I am? Doesn’t he know how much money I have? He wants me to go dip seven times in the dirty Jordan River? That’s not happening!” 

	

	
	Now please note, even when our pride roars in anger, God always offers a way out through humility. Watch what happens in verse 13: His servant asked him, “Why can’t you just wash yourself as he said and be cured?” In other words, “Why can’t you just humble yourself?” Naaman had to make a decision. Get off his high horse and let God bless him or remain stubborn and go back to Syria still sick. Well, he made the right choice! The Bible said he was baptized seven times and was completely cured of his disease. 
	

	
	If people haven’t honored or respected you the way you’d hoped, you’ve got to make a choice. You can hold onto your grudge and remain “sick” of heart, or you can humble yourself and be available to receive God’s blessing. In God’s Kingdom the more humble you become, the higher He can lift you.

	Take a minute and quiet your heart before God. Ask the Holy Spirit to show you any attitudes that need to be healed. Are there relationships in your life that would benefit from your humility? Write down what you need to do.
